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Social History Interview for Correctional Settings 
Tuberculosis Contact Investigation
 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Purpose: Include these questions after completing a standard clinical interview with an inmate to determine:
(1) Additional sites of transmission 
(2) Potential contacts
(3) Source case 

Considerations: 
· Many of these questions are personal – understand that developing a rapport with the inmate is crucial to gathering social history. 
· This document is intended for use after gathering the medical history, including TB symptoms, TB history, diagnosis review, TB risk factors, etc.  
· Use this document to guide the interview. Depending on responses, certain questions may not apply and/or additional questions may be required. Posing open-ended questions is recommended.
· Consider other resources that can be used to provide an inmate’s social history, such as a correctional/parole officer, custody, clinical record, grievance files, visitor logs, transport officers, other staff, etc.
· Calculate the infectious period to determine contacts at greatest risk of exposure. Use the DSHS Tuberculosis Infectious Period Calculation Sheet or an alternative tool. · Do not file in patient’s medical record to maintain confidentiality of named contacts.

1. Ask about general locations prior to incarceration. Be sure to ask about date range, location(s), and with whom. 

i. Were you born outside of US?

ii. Discuss travel into the US, including method of travel (walk, stowed away, bus, train, etc.).

iii. Discuss any travel outside of Texas.

iv. Tell me about other places you’ve lived outside of this city. 

v. Tell me about times you felt sick while traveling. (Assess for TB-related signs and symptoms)

vi. Do you ever remember traveling with someone with TB signs and symptoms? (Mention the TB signs and symptoms. Assess for potential source of exposure)

vii. Tell me about how you traveled from place to place (Assess for public transportation or other potential exposure) 

2. Ask about specific locations prior to incarceration. Be sure to ask about date range, location(s) with specific names, and with whom. 

Discuss:
i. Incarceration history in the past other than this facility? (e.g., local jail, state jail federal prison)


ii. any homelessness? 


iii. stays in a halfway house or a transitional center?


iv. stays in a rehabilitation or treatment facility?


v. any employment?


vi. any church attendance or other group gatherings? (e.g., sports, watching TV, playing cards, etc.)

3.  Ask about high risk contacts not already identified prior to or during incarceration. Be sure to ask about specific relationship and name(s), when and how long, and where.

6. Ask about activities during incarceration. Be sure to ask for details and list specific names and dates.
