Stated that maybe we
could streamline them together in the future.

o Robert Miller- Remarked how youth camps are only seasonal and
employees are not retained year round, making this task challenging.

e Eric Woomar with Texas Dermatological Society gave presentation on sunscreen.

o Discussed how sunscreen is not a medication.

o Making a recommendation to the rule that kids can bring sunscreen to
camps that is over the counter sunscreen.

o Patricia Osborn stated that kids can bring sunscreen but cannot share it
with any other children. As well as kids can put sunscreen on other kids
but adults cannot put sunscreen on kids.

o Robert Sedillo suggested to add sunscreen to the sexual awareness
training.

o Robert Miller asked Danny Dawdy to ask DSHS about sunscreen rule and to
put it on the agenda for September.

o Robert Sedillo seconded it.

o Andrew Burchfield confirmed it.
